1. The City Council acknowledges that all bids were received, publicly opened
and approved as being completed for consideration for award according to the provisions
of Oregon Revised Statutes 279.025, "Requirements of Advertisement",

2. The acceptance of the contract and awarding the contract to the lowest
qualified bidder, as described in attachment "A".
